Class; Day of Show: Members-$9 Class, Non-members-$11 Class   
Stalls : $30 overnight, $20 for the day. Stalls may be reserved in ad-
vance - but can be assigned by secretary day of show.
Anyone in an unassigned stall will be charged $50. 
R.V. Hook ups : $35.00      ******        Hunter Schooling Fee: $10.

2. Negative Coggins are required to be on file in office.

7. YEAR END AWARD REQUIREMENTS:  
      A. Has completed membership application: Membership Fees are 
       $25/individual or $35/family per show season. Family members must                
be related by blood or marriage.
B. Has turned in paid sponsor fee of $35/class or $60/highpoint prior to 
start of point calculations.
C. Has attended and exhibited in the same class 5 of 7 shows.
D. Has completed 12 volunteer hours. Member may volunteer by working at 
a workday, working at a show, attending meetings, bringing food, or buying 
hours per board approval.  Please sign up at www.SEAShows.org
Volunteer hours must be recorded in the Volunteer Book kept at the Con-
cession Stand. Hours should be verified and signed off by a Board Member.
Making sure requirements are met is the responsibility of the
exhibitor.
